The Shelter depends on its volunteers for assistance and care with the animals, above and beyond their
immediate and basic needs of food, medical care and a safe place to live.

As a non-profit, private organization, funding is limited. Our staff provides for the animals’ housing,
cleanliness, food, and health. However, with so many animals, there is not enough time in the day for
staff to spend time with individuals, and that's where you can help.

By coming in to walk the dogs and play with the cats, you are providing much needed stimulation and
diversity. Your interaction with the animal also socializes him/her to people so that adoption will be
easier. At some point, each of our animals had an owner. They miss their human families and, without
them, can become lonely, depressed and ultimately, anti-social.

By participating in outside adoptions, your presence ensures that our animals are presented to the
public, and given the chance to see and be seen and be adopted. Not everyone can come to the Shelter,
so we must go into the public arena to obtain the necessary exposure.

By participating in fundraisers and events, you are trading a few hours of your time for the valuable
financial contributions that help keep the doors open and the pantries stocked.
